	Engage

 
	• Talk about the value of literature and the arts in expressing and conserving culture at the beginning of the class.


• Provide examples of well-known poets, writers, and artists who worked in Spanish. 

• Lead a quick conversation about how art and literature can reveal a culture's values and beliefs.


	Explore

 
	• Give students passages from well-known Spanish-language books and artwork. 
Students will examine the passages and artwork in pairs, paying particular attention to the themes, feelings, and cultural components that are conveyed.


• Motivate students to share their interpretations with one another.

	Explain
	Guide a discussion on the impact of historical events on Spanish-speaking literature and arts.

Introduce key literary movements and art styles from Spanish-speaking countries.

Discuss the influence of indigenous, African, and European cultures on literature and arts in these countries.



	Elaborate
	· Organize a mini "Literary and Art Gallery" where students display their own creative pieces inspired by Spanish-speaking cultures.

· Students can showcase their poems, short stories, paintings, or sculptures and provide explanations of how they were influenced by the culture.



	Evaluate
	· Assign a written reflection where students analyze a specific piece of literature or artwork from a Spanish-speaking country.

· In groups, students will create a presentation discussing the significance of a chosen literary movement or art style in the context of Spanish-speaking cultures.

· Each group will present their findings to the class, fostering discussion and critical thinking.

2. Create Literature Circles: In order to foster in-depth examination and cooperative exploration of a variety of literary voices, have students read and discuss various works by Spanish-speaking authors in small groups.
